Since the implementation of the decentralization reform, the beginning of the formation and
implementation of state policy in the field of digitization, e-governance and e-democracy, the
development of the information society, the country needed specialists for the development of public

administration who possessed innovative skills. By public request, taking into account the
requirements of the industry, based on the project of the standard of higher education in the
specialty 281 "Public management and administration" for the second (master's) level of higher
education in 2020. in accordance with the approved KPlI named after lhor Sikorskyi, the first edition
of the Public Administration and Electronic Governance OPP was developed as a form of description
of educational programs, which provided graduates with the ability to determine the priority
directions for the implementation of electronic governance and the development of electronic
democracy, to use modern statistical methods, models, and innovative digital technologies to solve
complex problems public management and administration, taking into account foreign standards
and practices, and implement them in state authorities, local self-government, public and political
organizations.

The normative part of the OPP was 67.5 credits, the selective part was 22.5 credits. Information on
admission to the OPP was included in the Admission Rules of the Igor Sikorsky National Technical
University of Ukraine and published on the website. With the approval of the standard of higher
education in the specialty 281 Public management and administration (04.08.2020), based on the
results of public discussion (http://ktpu.kpi.ua/ua/hromadske-obhovorennia), a new version of the
OPP was developed (the guarantor of the educational program for State manager, Prof. Tkachova
N.M.): formed general and professional competencies and educational components that provide
them; a structural and logical scheme of the OPP and matrices of correspondence of educational
components to competencies and program learning outcomes were developed.

In 2021, the OPP "Public Administration and Electronic Government" was updated.
When revising the OPP, the requirements of the Standard of Higher Education by specialty 281

(Order of the Ministry of Education and Culture of August 4, 2020, No. 1001) and changes to the NRC
were taken into account. In the process of improving the OPP, the following took an active part:
scientific and pedagogical workers - members of the working group, employers, specialists by
profession, representatives of state authorities, students of higher education and graduates.
Educational components were revised. The number of credits of the research (scientific) component
has been changed.

To ensure a flexible individual trajectory of applicants, the number of credits of optional educational
components was increased to 24 and a catalog of professional educational components of free
choice was formed. The further development of the sphere of public administration, digitalization
processes, new trends and requirements of the labor market caused the need to revise the OPP in
2022. Taking into account the proposals of the participants of the educational process involved in
the implementation of the OP: graduates, employers and other external stakeholders, the profile of
the OP was clarified; taking into account the changes introduced by the Order of the Ministry of
Economy No. 810-21 dated October 25, 2021. in Classifier of professions DK 003:2010; the
structural and logical scheme was adjusted, changes were made to the educational components. The
name of the educational component "Digital and communication technologies in the field of public
administration and e-government" was changed to "Communications and digital transformations in
public administration"; the educational component "Mechanisms and technologies of public
management and administration" was deleted. Coursework". The number of credits of the
educational component "Public Finance Management" has been changed.

The next update of the OPP took place in 2023. The update took into account the recommendations
of the EG on the need to strengthen the regional context, taking into account the needs for training
highly qualified personnel for territorial communities. In the OPP since 2023, the regulatory discipline
Z0 01 “Tools for ensuring sustainable development of communities and territories” and “Strategic
management and development management” were introduced. The Matrix for ensuring program
learning outcomes by the relevant components of the educational program was adjusted.

The revision of the OPP in 2024 took place in accordance with the Order of the Rector NOD/289/24
dated 04/17/2024 on revising the OP.

In the revision of the OPP in 2025, the industry code was changed, significant changes were made to
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the list of educational components. The discipline of ZO 03 “Legal principles of intellectual property
management” was removed, in connection with the digital transformations of the development of
public administration, the need to optimize the OPP, taking into account the proposals of
stakeholders, changes were made to the educational components, namely: the name and content of
PO 02 was changed to “Public policy, communications and digital development”, PO 05 to
“Fundamentals of national security in the digital age”, PO 06 “Public finance management” was
removed, PO 06 “Al tools for scientific research in public administration” was introduced, PO 07
“Scientific research and foresight in public administration” was removed, respectively, the structural
and logical scheme was adjusted. Thus, it can be noted that the OPP update is based on the analysis
of the results of monitoring the educational process, proposals from stakeholders, changes in the
legislative framework.
